Planning Commission
At the February 19 meeting, the Planning Commission took the following actions:

e Approved a Conditional Use Permit application to allow the establishment of a 1,200-
square-foot business that specializes in the purchase of precious metals, known as Rio
Cash for Gold, located at 6271 Lone Tree Way in Shady Willow Plaza.

o Approved a Design Review application to add three new house plans to the previously-
approved six house plans currently under construction by Meritage Homes on 88 lots
within Los Ranchos, located south of Grant Street and west of O’Hara Avenue.

Utility Billing Server Upgrade

Information Services staff has recently upgraded the City’s Utility Billing server to a “virtual”
server. Virtual servers are much more cost effective and use less power than standard servers
and offer the option of colocation, which means mirrored servers can be used as backup in the
event of a technical problem. The migration to virtual servers is a key component of the City’s
long-term Information Technology disaster recovery plan.

Brentwood high school seniors a unique
opportunity to experience a day-in-the-life
of a member of either City Council or City
staff. This two-day program is sponsored
in part by the Brentwood Lions Club.

PG&E Pipeline Safety Enhancement Plan Update

As a part of PG&E’'s multi-year Pipeline Safety Enhancement Plan, PG&E is replacing an old
existing gas pipeline with a new 24-inch gas pipeline in Fairview Avenue. PG&E has completed
the construction of the pipeline replacement between Grant Street and Fairview Court and will
begin paving this area next week. On Saturday, February 23, the contractor will be working in
the intersection of Fairview Avenue and Grant Street and detours will be in place. The next
area of work will be from Sand Creek Road southerly to San Jose Avenue. Traffic delays and
detours should be expected in these areas between the weekday hours of 7:30 a.m. and 5:30
p.m., and Saturdays between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. For more information please
contact, Tony Del Greco of PG&E at (510) 846-1397.
