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Regional Partnership to Attract Tech Industry 
Staff is helping to plan a new regional initiative to attract advanced manufacturing, engineering, 
and transportation/logistics industries to the East Bay. The “Design it!  Build it!  Ship it!” initiative 
is a $14.9 million project, funded by the U.S. Department of Labor, to improve workforce 
development resources in the East Bay and align them to the needs of key tech-oriented 
industries.  The initiative includes U.C. Berkeley, Cal State East Bay, Contra Costa Community 
College District, the East Bay EDA, and other stakeholders.  On July 31, staff attended a 
steering committee meeting to kick off strategic planning efforts for this initiative.

Public Safety Forum

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County-wide Gun Buyback Program 
This Saturday, August 3, from 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m., a county-wide gun buyback event will be 
conducted by local police departments in collaboration with the Contra Costa County District 
Attorney's Office.    
 
This event will allow Contra Costa County citizens to anonymously turn in operable firearms in 
exchange for gift cards in the amount of $50, $100, or $200.  County residents are asked to 
transport the firearms to the exchange locations in their vehicle trunk, unloaded with the safety 
on.  Police officers will be ready to accept the firearms with no questions asked.  Residents may 
be asked to show an ID or utility bill only as proof of residency in Contra Costa County.   
 
The gun buyback event will be conducted at three locations: the Contra Costa County 
Fairgrounds in Antioch (arrive at main entrance on W. 10th Street), hosted by the Antioch, 
Brentwood, and Pittsburg Police Departments; the parking lot for the Concord Pavilion (2000 
Kirker Pass Rd.), hosted by the Concord and Martinez Police Departments); and the City of 
Richmond City Hall (450 Civic Center Plaza), hosted by the Richmond Police Department.   
 
Chevron Oil Company, Shell Oil Company, Phillips 66 Oil Company, Tesoro Oil Company, 
4Richmond, Republic Services, Pittsburg Power Company, City of Richmond, City of Concord, 
City of Antioch, and the City of Martinez have pledged to contribute financially to this program; 
the Contra Costa County District Attorney’s Office is also contributing $20,000.00, and will 
accept donations.

DUI Enforcement 
The Brentwood Police Department will be joining law enforcement agencies throughout 
California stepping up DUI enforcement at the end of the traditional summer season through 
Labor Day (August 16 through September 2).  During this period, there will be an increase in 
law enforcement presence on the roads, including additional officers and DUI checkpoints 
throughout the state, and those caught driving under the influence of alcohol and/or drugs will 
be arrested. 
 
The Brentwood Police Department Traffic Unit will be conducting a DUI/Drivers’ License 
Checkpoint on August 16, on Sand Creek Road near Highland Way, between the hours of 7:00 
p.m. and 1:00 a.m.  Specially trained officers will be on hand. 
 
Funding for this checkpoint is provided to the Brentwood Police Department by a grant from the 
California Office of Traffic Safety, through the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration.

PG&E Projects within Brentwood 
 

 Pipeline Safety Enhancement Plan: 
As a part of PG&E’s multi-year Pipeline Safety Enhancement Plan, PG&E is replacing 
an existing gas pipeline with a new 24-inch gas pipeline in Fairview Avenue.  PG&E is 
performing re-inspection work and testing of the new pipeline from Balfour Road north to

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Fairview Court. As part of the inspection and hydro-testing, up to 20 large water containers will 
be temporarily placed along Fairview Avenue at different locations for the next several weeks.  
These tanks will be filled with water, and used to test the integrity of the new pipeline.  
Connection points will be constructed after testing.   
 
The last part of work for PG&E to complete this project is the resurfacing and re-striping of 
Fairview Avenue from Balfour Road north to Fairview Court, which is anticipated to be 
completed by late fall. Detours will be in place and traffic delays should be expected 
between the weekday hours of 7:30 a.m. and 5:30 p.m. and Saturdays from 9:00 a.m. 
to 4:00 p.m. For more information please contact William Calvin of PG&E at (925) 421-

 St. Andrews Road Project: 
This project will involve the replacement of a gas pipeline on St. Andrews Drive between 
Mountain View Drive and Spyglass Drive.  The work will begin this month. 
 

 Minnesota Avenue Project: 
PG&E will be adding an additional service line to improve service along Minnesota Avenue 
between Central Boulevard and Deer Creek just south of Bristow Middle School.   The work will 
begin this month. 
 
City staff will continue coordinating with PG&E to ensure impacts to the community and school 
traffic are minimized and will be paying particular attention to the cumulative effects of these 
projects on traffic in the neighborhoods. 
 
County Public Works will Perform Roadwork 
The Contra Costa County Public Works Department will perform roadwork in the Brentwood and 
Byron areas the week of August 5. Work will be performed on Walnut Blvd., Camino Diablo, 
Longwell Avenue, Byron Highway and Orwood Road.  Maintenance crews will place a chip 
seal. This involves spraying liquid asphalt on pavement, followed by spreading a layer of small 
aggregate rock that is embedded into the oil.  The majority of the work will occur between 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., Monday thru Friday.  Sweeping of excess rock may occur up until 10:00 
p.m.  Some Saturday work may also be required. Electronic message boards will advise 
motorists of planned work in advance. Motorists can expect delays and are advised to use 
alternate routes. The speed limit through work zones will be 25 miles per hour. More information 
and details about specific roads to be treated can be found online.
